There will be a scholarship awarded at the state convention of the National Federation of the Blind of Idaho (NFBI) in Boise on April 12-14, 2013.  The winner is required to attend this convention and expenses will be paid.  The completed state scholarship application should be sent by print or online to Vickie Bateman, 760 Aspen Ave., Shelley, ID 83274 or email to (vickiebateman@cableone.net ).  It must be emailed or postmarked no later than March 22, 2013.  Applicants also need to contact our NFBI State President, Elsie Dickerson at 208-241-6030 or 208-766-2266.  President Dickerson and I look forward to hearing from you.
*Please note that part of the application includes an essay, your high school transcript or college GPA (which ever is applicable) and proof of blindness or vision impairment signed by a doctor or your counselor from the ICBVI. 

The National Federation of the Blind is a non-profit organization of blind people who are working to make life better for other blind people.  You can receive funding from the Idaho Commission for the Blind and Visually Impaired and still qualify for a scholarship from the NFB.  
Thirty national scholarships will be awarded.  These awards range from $3,000 to $12,000 plus an expense paid trip to the NFB National Convention in Orlando, Florida.  President Elsie Dickerson will be happy to submit a letter in your behalf after she has had a chance to talk with you.  The deadline for the national applications to be received is March 31, 2013.

We know that blind college students need extra money for specialized equipment and technology, travel, reader service and other things.
